Job Summary: Responsible for performing entry level tasks involving physical labor under the direction 
of site foreman. 
 
Essential Functions: 

 Perform day-to-day laborer activities in the construction and maintenance of IRHA structures and 
facilities. 

 Clean and prepare construction sites to eliminate possible hazards, keep job sites free and clear of 
rubble and debris. 

 Assist with construction demolition. 
 Assist with repairs, restores and installs on structures such as floors, doors, walls, windows, 

stairways, decks and roofs. 
 Operates and performs preventative maintenance on hand power tools. 
 Assist carpenter with retrieving tools and equipment to perform job. 
 Install hardware such as locks, hinges, knobs, and closures. 
 Read and interpret plans, instructions, and specifications to determine work activities. 
 Control traffic passing near, in, and around work zones as needed. 
 Signal equipment operators to facilitate alignment, movement, and adjustment of machinery, 

equipment, and materials. 
 Dig ditches or trenches, compact and level earth to grade specifications, using picks, shovels, and 

rakes. 
 Measure, mark, and record openings and distances to lay out areas where construction work will be 

performed. 
 Load, unload, and identify building materials, machinery, and tools, and other temporary structures.   
 Erect and disassemble scaffolding, shoring, braces, ramps and other temporary structures. 
 Assist in labor duties for other trades. 
 Perform all other duties assigned.
